Description of the Match and its challenge for the Referee

Under 15 league match played in bright, sunny but windy conditions on a pitch in good condition. Ideal for playing running rugby which is what both teams did.

Both sides very well behaved so not much challenge in management terms but this was in part to the confident, accurate refereeing. There were only 3 or 4 penalties in the entire match



What were the Referee's strengths?

Alan is confident, fit and smart which gave him a head start in this game with young players. He moved well around the pitch, choosing good running lines and was nearly always close to the important parts of play. His decision making and Law interpretations were excellent and his awareness of the whole game was impressive i.e. spotting offsides from open play and checking for late tackles after a kick ahead. He played advantage well (however see below) especially from a restart that did not travel 10m but hit a receiving players leg.

The low penalty count mentioned above was in part to the tackle being well refereed.



Please outline up to three areas for improvement and offer solutions

1.Scrum engagement

In the first half Alan did not use the standard U19 engagement procedure. I told him at half time about this and in the second half he used the correct words but did not ensure that the scrum was steady before the ‘engage’ command. For safety reasons he must use the correct words with the correct timing to ensure the scrum engages properly.



2.Positioning

Alan in common with most new referees stands square on at scrums, rucks and mauls. We discussed this and he knows what he should be doing in order to open up his field of vision but gets sucked into a ‘middle of the road’ position due to not being sure where the ball is going next. This is partly a confidence and experience issue. He is refereeing a Ladies match next weekend and this slower game is an ideal time to practice moving away and backwards from the set piece. “point hips to defending sides posts”



3.Advantage

As mentioned above, Alan played very good advantage but stopped near the point of infringement while waing to see if advantage would occur. On two occasions it did and he was caught out of position very badly.

Make a mental note of the position whilst keeping up with play. To be on the exact spot is not essential.
